Saturday: Leave Carlisle at 6am, pick up at Preston and 1 more pick-up point TBA. Stop on the way at Service Area; there are facili-
ties for tea & coffee (30p), cold drinks (50p) and emergency toilets on the coach. Bring a packed lunch if you wish, for the journey.
